Brunel Racing enjoyed great 

success at Formula Student 

Silverstone 2009, exceeding all 

expectations to finish 6th in 

the competition.  

The result makes Brunel the 

second-placed UK university in 

the largest Formula Student 

competition ever - with 87 

teams competing, and the 

entire team is immensely proud 

of our achievement. The final 

result is Brunel's best 

normalised Class 1 finish in the 

ten years the University has 

competed in Formula Student, 

having previously finished 4th 

of 40 teams in 2002.  

The Endurance event is the 

toughest test of the 

competition counting for 40% 

of the overall points. In a 

heavily rain -affected session, 

Andrew Bonjour and Rob Still 

posted consistently fast lap 

times enabling the team to 

finish fourth in the Endurance 

timings. With an excellent third

-lowest fuel consumption of 

2.124l, our combined 

endurance -economy score was 

the highest at the competition 

at 355.7 points.  

The final results show an 

incredibly close tie between 

positions 4, 5 and 6, with 

Brunel University finishing 0.4 

points behind fifth -placed 

Helsinki Metropolia UAS and 

1.6 points behind fourth -placed 

top UK team, University of 

Bath.  

 

 

 

Brunel Racing again exceeded 

performance targets to finish 16th 

out of 78 teams at Formula 

Student Germany, making us the 

second-placed UK team at both 

competitions this year.  

The Business Plan was the first of 

the static events and a refined 

version of our presentation from 

Silverstone was delivered by 

Michael Allen and Nick John. 

Following this, BR -X was lifted in 

the car elevator to the upstairs 

area of the competition for 

Design and Cost Judging. The 

work of the team in the static 

events earned us an impressive 

7th in the Business event, 34th in 

Design and 44th in Cost.  

Despite the threat of rain for the 

Acceleration and Skid Pad events, 

the Hockenheimring stayed dry 

thereby ensuring a level playing 

field for all the competing teams. 

Drivers Andy Tomlin and George 

McDonald completed two runs 

each in the events, ultimately 

placing the team in a very 

competitive 5th place in each.  

Finally, the Endurance event and, 

on a particularly hot and bumpy 

track, BR-X was one of only 25 

teams to complete the race. 

Despite losing several seconds a 

lap due to a problem with one of 

the rear wishbone clevises, 

Andrew Bonjour and Rob Still 

were able to finish the event in 

19th. 

An overall result of 16th, in 

addition to the 6th achieved at 

Silverstone, ended Brunel Racingôs 

most successful season to date.
